Amended Bylaws of

District 5 Motorcycle Association

Article One

Organization

1. The name of this Association is the District 5 Motorcycle Association.

Article Two

Purposes

The mission of District 5 Motorcycle Association is to create an environment for our members that is  fun, safe and family oriented. We are dedicated to protecting the rights of our members so they will be able to enjoy the sport of motorcycling, whether they be a rider or a spectator.

2. Purpose.  The purposes for which this Association has been organized

are as follows:

a. To promote and encourage interest in the sport of motorcycling through competitive and non-competitive activities for its members, tentative members and members of the American Motorcycle Association (hereinafter the “AMA”);

b. To foster strong and fair motorcycle racing competition;

c. To provide reasonable guidelines for the various types of motorcycle competition;

d. To provide an impartial competition program; and support our Promoters and Riders;

e. To transact any and all lawful business for which non-profit associations may be organized in Pennsylvania.

Article Three

Membership

3.1 Individual Membership.  Membership in this Association shall be open to

all persons who belong to the AMA and who pay the required annual membership fees.  The annual membership fee for individuals shall be as determined from time to time by the Voting Members.  All members are subject to the rules and regulations of the District 5 Rule Book as duly issued from time to time.

3.2 Clubs and Promoters.  Clubs and promoters desiring to qualify for District

5 points shall be come charter members of the Association.  The annual membership fee for charter clubs and promoters shall be determined from time to time by the Voting Members.

3.2.1 Clubs and Promoters must sanction and pay District 5 points for a minimum of two events per season in order to be in good standing of the association.

3.3 Term.  All memberships shall expire on December 31 of each year, and

are renewable from year to year upon completion and review of a renewal application and payment of the required membership fee.

3.3.1   Any Club or Promoter that does not sanction any events within a two    (consecutive) year period will have to re-apply as a new charter.

3.3.2  Approval by a majority vote of the voting membership must be reached in order to qualify for a charter.

3.3.3 A notarized agreement to abide by the District rule book, by laws and decisions of this non-profit organization

Article Four

Officers, Chairpersons 

4.1 General Powers and Officers.  The business and general affairs of the

Association shall be managed by its Officers. 

 The Association shall have the following seven (7) officers:

President

Vice President

Secretary / MX AX  Pointskeeper

Points Keeper

Treasurer

Motorcross Referee

Hare Scrambles Referee

4.2 President.  The President shall be the chief executive officer of the

Association.  He shall preside over all meetings of the Officers and Voting Members.  He shall have general and active management of the business of the Association and shall see that all orders and resolutions of the Voting Members are carried into effect.  He shall be ex officio a member of all standing committees and shall have the general powers and duties of supervision and management usually vested in the office of president of an association.

4.3 Vice President.  The Vice President shall, in the event of the absence,

inability or refusal of the President to exercise his office duties, become the acting President of the Association with all rights, privileges and powers as if he had been the duly elected President.  The Vice President shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or the Voting Members.

4.4 Secretary.  The Secretary shall: (a) keep the minutes of the proceedings

of the Officers and Voting Members in one or more books provided for that purpose; (b) see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these Bylaws or as required by law; (c) be custodian of the Association records; (d) keep a register of the post office address of each Voting Member; and (e) in general perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President, the Bylaws or by the Voting Members.

4.5 Points Keeper.  The Points Keeper shall: (a) accumulate and tally the

earned points of all members beginning the first day of January through the last day of December of the same year for each classification in each category; (b) maintain a current roster of all members in good standing; (c) issue an annual report within fifteen (15) days of the last day of December itemizing the points earned that season by each member in good standing for each classification in each category; and (d) in general perform all duties incident to the office of Points Keeper and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President, the Bylaws or by the Voting Members.

4.6 Treasurer.  The Treasurer shall: (a) have charge and custody of and be

responsible for all funds and securities of the Association; (b) receive and give receipts for monies due and payable to the Association from any source whatsoever and deposit all such monies in the name of the Association in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as shall be selected in accordance with these Bylaws; and (c) in general perform all duties incident to the office of Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President, the Bylaws or by the Voting Members.  If required by the Voting Member, the Treasure shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of his duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Voting Members shall determine.

4.7 Motorcross Referee.  The Motorcross Referee shall: (a) coordinate referee

workshops when held; (b) coordinate a uniform system for running events at tracks; (c) may act as an advisor to the event referee; (d) gather all necessary information regarding any protest submitted to the Association and make that information available to the Officers so that a decision can be made at the next scheduled Association meeting; (e) wear the back and white referee shirt and/or white AMA referee hat so that he is properly identifiable at District 5 events; and (f) in general perform all duties incident to the office of Referee and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President, the Bylaws or by the Voting Members.

4.8 Hare Scramble Referee.  The Hare Scramble Referee shall: (a) coordinate

referee workshops when held; (b) coordinate a uniform system for running events at tracks; (c) may act as an advisor to the event referee; (d) gather all necessary information regarding any protest submitted to the Association and make that information available to the Officers so that a decision can be made at the next scheduled Association meeting; (e) wear the black and white referee shirt and/or white AMA referee hat so that he is properly identifiable at District 5 events; and (f) in general perform all duties incident to the office of Referee and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President, the Bylaws or by the Voting Members.

4.9 Chairpersons.  The Association shall have the following six (6)

Chairpersons:

Motorcross Chairperson

Hare Scramble Chairperson

Short Track/TT Chairperson

Youth Chairperson

Quadcycle Chairperson

Hill Climb Chairperson

Election and Term of Office.  All Officers, Chairpersons shall be members of the Association and must purchase a District 5 membership.

Officers and Chairpersons shall be elected annually by the Voting

Members at the annual Pre-Sanction meeting.  Each Voting Member is entitled to one (1) vote in the election of officers and chairpersons.  If the election of officers shall not be held at such meeting, such election shall be held as soon as thereafter as conveniently may be.  Each officer and chairperson shall hold office for a term of one (1) year or until his successor shall have been duly elected and qualified, or unless sooner terminated by the action of the Voting Members.  Any two or more offices may be held by the same person, except the offices of President and Secretary

4.10 Removal.  Any officer or chairperson may be removed by the Voting

Members whenever in their judgment the best interest of the Association will be served thereby.

4.11 Vacancies.  A vacancy in any office or chair because of death, resignation,

removal, disqualification or otherwise, may be filled by the affirmative vote of the remaining Voting Members for the unexpired portion of the term of the predecessor in office.

4.12 Compensation.  The Points Keeper shall receive annual compensation in

the amount of $1,000 to defray expenses; the Secretary shall receive annual compensation in the amount of 8% of the subsidy received from the AMA; the Treasurer shall receive annual compensation in the amount of  8% of the subsidy received from the AMA; No other compensation shall be allowed to any officer, chairperson.

4.12.1  Compensation will be reviewed annually at the Spring meeting each year

and maybe changed by a majority vote from all voting membership.

Article 5

Meetings

5.1 Regular Meetings.  The Association shall hold the following regular

5.2 Special Meetings.  Special meetings of the Association, for any purpose or

purposes, may be called by or at the request of the President, any two officers, or the majority of the chartered clubs and promoters entitled to vote.

5.3
Notice of Meetings.  The Secretary shall send written notice of the Pre-Sanction meeting stating the place, date and hour of the meeting, e-mail / fax not less than ten (10) days before the date of such meeting to each Voting Member entitled to vote at such meeting.  Such notice shall be deemed to be delivered when e-mail is sent or faxed, addressed to the Voting Member at his address as it appears on the Voting Member roster of the Association. The dates for the remaining annual meetings shall be announced at the Pre-Sanction Meeting, and shall be published in the District 5 Rule Book.


Written notice of a special meeting stating the place, date and hour of the meeting, and the purposes for which the meeting is called, shall be delivered not less than ten (10) days before the date of such meeting, either personally or by    e-mail, by or at the direction of the President, Officer or other person calling the meeting, to each Voting Member entitled to vote at such meeting.  If mailed, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered when e-mail is sent or faxed, addressed to the Voting Member at his address as it appears on the Voting Member roster of the Association. Business not identified in the notice shall not be transacted at such meeting.

5.4
Place of Meeting.  The Officers may designate any place within the states of Pennsylvania or West Virginia as the place of meeting for any annual meeting or for any special meeting.

5.5
Quorum.  A majority of the Voting Members of the Association entitled to vote, represented in person or by proxy, shall constitute a quorum at a meeting of Voting Members.  If less than a majority of the Voting Members in good standing are represented at a meeting, a majority of the members represented may adjourn the meeting from time to time with further notice.  At such adjournment meeting at which a quorum shall be present or represented, any business may be transacted which might have been transacted at the meeting as originally noticed.  The members present at a duly organized meeting may continue to transact business until adjourned, notwithstanding the withdrawal of enough members to leave less than a quorum.  The act of the majority of the Voting Members present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Voting Members.


Two (2) officers shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the officers, but if less than such quorum is present at a meeting, the meeting shall be adjourned until further notice duly given.  The act of the majority of the officers present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the officers.

Article 6

Voting

6.1 Voting.  Voting Members of the Association shall be entitled to one (1)

vote upon each matter submitted to a vote at a meeting of the Voting Members.

6.2 
Voting Members.  Voting Members shall be as follows:  All Officers (except the President), Chairmen,  Chartered Clubs and Promoters. Voting Members are entitled to 1 vote no matter if they hold multiple charters or office positions or a combination of either. The President shall only be entitled to vote when necessary to break a tie.

6.3 Proxies.  At all meetings of members, a Voting Member may vote in

person or by proxy executed in writing by the Voting Member or by his duly authorized attorney-in-fact.  Such proxy shall be filed with the Secretary of the Association 15 minutes  before the start time of the meeting.  No proxy shall be valid after eleven months from the date of its execution, unless otherwise provided in the proxy.

6.4
Informal Action by Officers.  Any action required or permitted to be taken at a meeting of the officers may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action so taken, shall be signed by all of the officers entitled to vote with respect to the subject matter thereof.

Article 7

Membership Cards

7.1
Membership Cards.  Membership cards representing a member in good standing in the Association shall be in the form as determined by the Officers.  Such membership card shall be completed and signed by the issuing club or promoter, and the membership application and fee collected for such membership shall be forwarded to the Treasurer.

7.2
Lost Cards.  Any person claiming a membership card to be lost or destroyed shall make a written request to the Secretary, who, upon verification that the member is in good standing in the Association, shall issue a replacement card and forward same to the member.  The Officers may require a fee for the issuance of a replacement card as they may from time to time determine to be appropriate.

7.3
Membership Roster.  A current membership roster listing all members in good standing shall be maintained by the Secretary.

Article 8

Contracts, Loans, Checks and Deposits

8.1
Contracts.  The Officers may authorize any officer or officers, agent or agents, to enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the Association, and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.

8.2
Loans.  No loans shall be contracted on behalf of the Association, and no evidence of indebtedness shall be issued in its name, unless authorized by a resolution of the Voting Members.  Such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.  The Voting Members may encumber and mortgage real estate and pledge, encumber and mortgage stocks, bonds and other securities and other personal property of all types, tangible and intangible, and convey any such property in trust to secure the payment of Association obligations.

8.3
Checks, Drafts, etc.  All checks, drafts or other orders for the payment of money, notes or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the Association shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents, of the Association and in such manner as shall from time to time be determined by resolution of the Officers.

8.4
Deposits.  All funds of the Association not otherwise employed shall be deposited from time to time to the credit of the Association in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as the Officers may select.

Article 9

Fiscal Year

9.
The fiscal year of the Association may be fixed or may be changed from time to time by resolution of the Officers.  Until the Officers act to fix such fiscal year, the fiscal year of the Association shall begin on the first day of January and end on the thirty-first day of December in each year.

Article 10

Amendment

10.
The Voting Members shall have the power to make, adopt, alter, amend or repeal, from time to time, these Bylaws by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the Voting Members entitled to vote at the time.
